Finding Trifid Relationships by ANCHISES.

My Jan-Feb 2008 Computer Column describes how to create a Tool for discovering Trifid Relationships from the placed crib. In this folder there are two such programs:

1. a python program, called Trifid relations_python, to illustrate suitable code to help you write your own program in your own programming language. You enter the ciphertext, crib and period into this program where indicated. If you want to run this python program you will first need to have python software installed on your computer. Free downloads are available from http://www.python.org/download/;

In 2024, the python program was updated by SHMOO to Trifid relations_python3.py so as to be usable under the now more widely available python3 version of python.  It’s output also matches the article a little more closely.
2. an interactive Tool, called RTool, that you can run directly in Windows. Download this tool and run it by double clicking its icon. It will ask you to type in the crib, indicate the period and paste the ciphertext. You then click in the ciphertext to indicate where the crib fits and the Tool will display the Relationship Table. If you don’t know where the crib fits you can repeatedly try different locations. Note that the ciphertext must be in exactly the same format as in the Cryptogram; in upper case letters with spaces between letter groups. It is best copied directly from the Digital Cons emailed by THE RAT.
