Recreational Mathematics – Number Exploration -  Digital Sum and Root of a Number – Enjoy!     APEX DX

The digital sum of a number is the sum of its digits. The digital sum of 368 is 3 + 6 + 8 = 17. The digital sum of 8971085 is 8 +9 +7 +1 +0 + 8 +5 = 38. The digital sum of 38 is 11 and the digital sum of 11 is 2. If you continue the digital sum process with any number you will always end with a single digit, the so called “digital root.” The digital root of a square number must be 1, 4, 7 or 9; of a triangular number must be 1, 3, 6 or 9; and of a cubic number must be 1, 8 or 9. Try it, you will like the results.
